Itinerary
Day 1  Saturday: Wisconsin-Chicago/
O’Hare-Flight-San Francisco

Board a private motor coach from 
Madison and Milwaukee to Chicago 
O’Hare to fly to San Francisco. We will be 
met by a private motor coach and taken 
to the Fisherman’s Wharf area, where we 
will stay for two nights. In the evening 
we will enjoy a welcome dinner at a local 
restaurant. (D)

Day 2  Sunday: San Francisco sightseeing
In the morning, we’ll visit Alcatraz, 

the former federal prison known for infa-
mous convicts like Al Capone, Machine 
Gun Kelly and the “Bird Man.” We’ll use 
a self-guided audio tour that includes 
the voices of former guards and former 
prisoners. We’ll then travel to the Golden 
Gate Bridge for a photo stop, passing the 
beautiful Palace of Fine Arts building 
along the way. Crossing the bridge, we’ll 
go to the waterfront town of Sausalito for 
lunch on your own at one of the many 
cafes and restaurants. 

After lunch, we’ll return to San 
Francisco and drive through the Presidio, 
a former U.S. Army base which is now a 
national park. From there, we will travel to 
the beautiful Golden Gate Park city park 
and high uphill for the city views from the 
top of Twin Peaks (weather permitting). 
Returning to the city center, we’ll pass 
the impressive San Francisco City Hall 
and drive through North America’s first 
(and one of the largest) Chinatowns as we 
return to the hotel. (CB)

Day 3  Monday: San Francisco-Wine 
Country-Farm stops-Lemoore

We are planning farm stops to feature 
fruits and nuts. (Check back here for 
details as they are confirmed.) We also 

visit the wine country en route to the sev-
en-story Lemoore’s Tachi Palace Casino 
Resort located on the Tachi Yokuts’ tribal 
land with a heated pool. You’ll have a free 
evening here.
